My prayer for you as we go 

through this season is you 

remember these two 

things: God has loved you 

before you knew there was 

a God. 

God will continue to love 

you through the good days 

and the yucky days. 

As our beloved brother Wil-

son said; God loves you. 

So do I. And there is Noth-

ing you can do about it.

That is the 

most powerful message we 

have as his disciple:  tell 

people who may have 

known or believed that it 

was possible for a God 

who created a universe
